Tenders are being called for the construction of a new science centre and a new gymnasium for students at Bridgewater. 

Acting Minister for Education and Skills, Lisa Singh said the new buildings, would form part of the new Bridgewater and Southern Midlands Learning Federation as announced last year.

 

“The Learning Federation is a significant and innovative program that aims to increase education and training opportunities for everyone in the Bridgewater area from babies through to adults,” Ms Singh said.

 

“It will include three kindergarten to grade 4 sites, a redeveloped grades 5 to 8 site, a new facility for grades 9 to 12 and adult learning, a Trade Training Centre, a Children and Family Centre and a Learning and Information Network Centre.  

 

“Plans for where some of these facilities will be located are still being finalised, however, both the gym and science centre will be built on the current Bridgewater High school campus.

 

“Both projects have received funding under the Australian Government’s Nation Building – Economic Stimulus Plan.

 

“The $2 million gym and the $1.97 million science centre are being funded through the Primary Schools for the 21st Century program and the Science and Language Centre program under the Building the Education Revolution initiative.

“These buildings will complement the other facilities within the Learning Federation, which are funded by the Tasmanian Government and will help transform education and training in the Bridgewater area,” Ms Singh said.
